» THE D.D. SHOSTAKOVICH ST. PETERSBURG
ACADEMIC PHILHARMONIA.
GRAND HALL

The Grand Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is one of the best
concert halls in Europe. The building was constructed in 1839 by the
architect Paul Jacot (the facade was designed by Carlo Rossi) for the
St. Petersburg Assembly of the Nobility. This first-class concert hall
can accommodate over 1,500 people, and since the 1840s it has been
the centre of St. Petersburg's music scene. Numerous renowned musi-
cians of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries have performed in the
concert hall, including Clara Schumann, Viardo, Liszt, Berlioz, Wag-
ner, Mahler, Schoenberg, Stravinsky, Bartok, Hindemith, and Britten,
as well as Klemperer, Bruno Walter, Stokowski, Cortot, Schnabel, Artur
Rubinstein, Horowitz, Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau, Sviatoslav Richter,
Emil Gilels, Michelangeli, Glenn Gould, Menuhin, Rostropovich and
many others. Many works of such exponents of the Russian classical
tradition as Borodin, Mussorgsky, Tchaikovsky, Rimsky-Korsakov and
Glazunov premiered here. The Grand Hall hosted many premiéres of
symphonies by Dmitri Shostakovich, whose name the St. Petersburg
Academic Philharmonia, opened in 1921, bears. The Boston, Phila-
delphia, Cleveland, and Chicago orchestras, the Berlin Philharmonic,
the Vienna Philharmonic, the New York Philharmonic, and the Royal
Concertgebouw Orchestra have all performed in the Grand Hall. The
leading orchestra of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is the Honoured
Ensemble of Russia, the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Orchestra. For
half a century (1938-1988) the distinguished Russian conductor
Evgeny Mravinsky directed the orchestra. In 1988 Yuri Temirkanov,
one of our most famous contemporary conductors, became the or-
chestra's artistic director and principal conductor. For more than
a quarter of a century, he has been the artistic director of the St. Pe-
tersburg Philharmonic Orchestra.

The current principal conductor is People's Artist of Russia Nikolai
Alexeev.

The Small Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia, one of the best
chamber concert halls in the world, was opened to the public in
1949 in a beautiful mansion that dates back to the mid-eighteenth
century. Since 1802, the Russian Philharmonic Society has giv-
en its concerts in this hall, which also hosted the world premiére of
Beethoven’s Missa Solemnis (1824). In 1828 Prince Vasily Engelhardt
became the owner of this building and opened the first music sa-
lon in Russia's Northern Capital. Engelhardt's salon was visited by all

» THE CONCERT HALL OF THE MARIINSKY THEATRE

The Concert Hall of the Mariinsky Theatre opened its doors to the
public in 2007. It is the theatre and concert venue, designed accord-
ing to the very latest developments in construction and purpose-
built to host concert programmes. With regard to its technology and
acoustics, the hall ranks alongside the world’s finest concert ven-
ues. The Concert Hall building has historic connections with the
Mariinsky Theatre. The set workshops and Hall of the Board of
the Imperial Theatres were located on this site. In 2003 a fire broke
out in the set workshops that destroyed almost all the costumes and
sets being stored there. Maestro Valery Gergiev made the decision
to build a new concert hall on the site of the old workshops, fully
retaining the historic fagade which had miraculously survived the
fire. The Concert Hall has hosted performances by various sym-
phony orchestras, including the London, Bamberg and Munich
philharmonic orchestras, and renowned instrumentalists, conduc-
tors and opera soloists, among them Znaider, Matsuev, Berezovsky,
Salonen, Jarvi, Muti, Netrebko, Leiferkus, Pape, and Furlanetto.

» THE ST. PETERSBURG
STATE ACADEMIC CAPELLA

The State Academic Capella of St. Petersburg is the oldest Rus-
sian professional musical institution. Its buildings are located
between the embankment of the Moika River and Bolshaya Ko-
nushennaya Street. Starting from 1720 the mansion was sub-
sequently owned by a number of people: Vice Admiral Matija
Zmajevi¢; personal doctor of Empress Anna Christian Paulsen;
architect Yury Felten, the Nepluevs, the Naryshkins, entrepreneur
Friedrich Bukh; until the state bought it in early 19". Emperor
Alexander I assigned it to the Court Orchestra and commis-
sioned the reconstruction of the building to the architect named
Luigi Rusca. In 1830s Ludwig Charlemagne designed a concert
hall, that was built soon after. Between 1887 and 1889 all the
buildings of the Capella were under reconstruction. The ar-
chitect, Leon Benois paid special attention not only to facades
or interior design, but also to the acoustics of the concert hall,
that is today considered one of the best in Europe. The hall is
situated in the courtyard, its floor and ceiling resemble violin’s
top plate. The stage was specially designed to house an organ,
which was transported from a Dutch church and set up later, in
1928. Soon after the reconstruction, a fire damaged the concert
hall. The hall was fully restored and consecrated a year after

the fire. In September 1941 a dud bomb hit the Tsar Pavilion
of the Capella, so that it had to be demolished. The Pavilion
was rebuilt in 2000. In 1970s, a gallery was designed next to
the concert hall. It was used for exhibiting canvases and photos
that the visitors of the concert hall could visit during the inter-
vals in performances. The Concert Hall of the Capella is a per-
fect venue for music performances. Its concert schedule is rich
and versatile, it is a place to hold music events and projects, to
perform works by Russian and foreign composers, launch pre-
mieres, invite both famous performers and those who have just
begun their careers.

» THE HERMITAGE THEATRE

The construction of the Hermitage Theatre, which design was
commissioned from Giacomo Quarenghi in 1783 by Catherine II,
was completed in 1787. The building is characterised by harmony
and balance of architectural forms and is a perfect example of late
18" century Russian classicism. The Hermitage Theatre audito-
rium is an amphitheatre with six rows of benches. Theatre perfor-
mances became a traditional part of court life from the eighteenth
century onwards, and accompanied many celebrations. Today the
Hermitage Theatre hall is considered to be one of the best theatre
and concert stages in St. Petersburg and hosts plays, concerts and
festivals. Its foyer is a popular place for exhibitions.

» THE STATE HERMITAGE.
ATRIUM OF THE GENERAL STAFF BUILDING

The General Staff Building belongs to the State Hermitage, the main
museum of St. Petersburg. Located on the city's Palace Square, the
General Staff Building was the final touch that shaped the architec-
tural ensemble and determined the look of the museum. Designed
by Rossi, the General Staff Building is a fine example of Russian
classicism; construction began in 1820 and went on for 10 years. The
two wings of the building are connected by an arch, crowned with
the sculpture Chariot of Glory. The Triumphal Arch was adorned
by the sculptors Stepan Pimenov and Vasily Demuth-Malinovsky. It
commemorates Russia's victory against the French in 1812. Before
1917 the General Staff Building housed various ministries and state
agencies. During World War II the building suffered severe bomb
damage, however it was fully restored by 1950. Beginning in 2010
the building underwent reconstruction, which was completed to
coincide with the 250" anniversary of the State Hermitage in 2014.
The western wing of the building houses the headquarters of Rus-
sia’s Western military region. The eastern wing is a part of the Her-
mitage; it displays paintings by 19" and 20" century impressionists
and hosts temporary exhibitions of contemporary art, festivities
and music events.

» THE SHEREMETEV PALACE - THE MUSEUM OF MUSIC.
THE WHITE HALL

The former residence of Counts Sheremetev is a unique historic and
cultural landmark on the St. Petersburg map. The two-story stone
palace was built by the architect Savva Chevakinsky in 1750 and sur-
vived to the present day. In the 18" and 19 centuries, illustrious ar-
chitects Fyodor Argunov, Andrei Voronikhin, Giacomo Quarenghi,
Geronimo Corsini, Leon Benois, Alexei Serebryakov, and Alexander
Krasovsky altered the exterior of the palace. In the late 1980s, the
restoration of 19" century ceremonial halls and historic interiors of
the Sheremetev Palace began. In 1990, the building was handed over
to the Museum of Theatre and Music and became the St. Petersburg
Museum of Music which stores a state-owned collection of musical
instruments.

The White Hall of the Sheremetev Palace is a ceremonial hall de-
signed by the architect Giacomo Quarenghi in 1798 as a place to cel-
ebrate the marriage of Count Nikolai Sheremetev and the star of his
serf theatre Praskovia Kovalyova-Zhemchugova. This venue hosted
balls, theatrical performances, and symphonic sessions, and the au-
dience listened to the choir of Count Sheremetev and the Great Rus-
sian Orchestra of Vasily Andreev. In the 21 century, the White Hall,
renowned for his good acoustics, has become a prestigious concert
venue of St. Petersburg.

» THE CHURCH OF THE RESURRECTION
OF CHRIST ON THE BLOOD (SAVIOR ON THE BLOOD)

The Orthodox Church of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ was de-
signed by the architect Alfred Parland. On 2 March 1981, one day
after the assassination of the Emperor Alexander II, his son Emperor
Alexander III declared his intention to erect a church. The tall bell
tower marks the spot where Alexander II was fatally wounded, that
is why the church bears the name of the Savior on the Blood. Dur-
ing the construction, the most state-of-the-art technologies of that
time were used. The church was completely electrified with 1689
light bulbs installed inside. Also, Alfred Parland decided to aban-
don the use of a pile foundation and employ a concrete base instead
to keep water from the Griboedov Canal out of the building. The
church has a unique and varied collection of interior and exterior
mosaic decoration of more than 7 thousand square meters designed
by Viktor Vasnetsov, Mikhail Nesterov, Andrei Ryabushkin, and oth-
ers. In 1907, the Church of the Savior on the Blood was consecrated
in the presence of Emperor Nicholas II and all members of the im-
perial family. Initially, only the services dedicated to the memory
of the Emperor Alexander II were held in the church. During So-
viet times, the church was closed down. In 1968, the building came
under the protection of the State Inspectorate for the Protection of
Monuments, and the restoration works began. In 1997, the church
was reopened to visitors as a museum. Since 2010, regular services

have been held.

PHILHARMONIC HALL

The St. Petersburg State Jazz Philharmonic Hall was founded on
1 January 1989 thanks to the enthusiasm and efforts of David Golosh-
chekin, a world-famous composer, multi-instrumentalist and People’s
Artist of Russia. The Jazz Philharmonic Hall, created to advocate jazz
as a serious and highly spiritual form of musical art, is counted among
the world’s elite jazz clubs. The best performers from St. Petersburg,
Russia and around the world play all varieties of jazz on the venue’s
stage, from blues to contemporary forms. Every year in late June/early
July, the Jazz Philharmonic Hall hosts the White Night Swing interna-
tional jazz festival.

The venue’s concert hall can seat 180 people comfortably at its cosy
tables and also features a central dance floor. Among the international
jazz stars who have performed at the venue are David Baker, Richie
Cole, Eddie Gémez, and Benny Golson. The SBN acoustic systems en-
sure that every seat in the house enjoys great sound. The Jazz Philhar-
monic Hall frequently hosts concerts starring the best jazzmen from
Russia, Europe and the USA.

OF THE ST. PETERSBURG CONSERVATORY

The Concert Hall of the St. Petersburg Conservatory is situated
on the second floor of the new conservatory building, known as
the former General Kriegs-Commissariat (2, Glinki St.), and is
used for academic, open chamber and subscription concerts, as
well as for live auditions.

The hall boasts good acoustics, a picturesque view of the Moyka
River embankment and Potseluev Bridge, one of the oldest in St. Pe-
tersburg, 150 seats, and two Steinway & Sons grand pianos. With such
features, the decision to continue performances during the restora-
tion of the main conservatory building is understandable. In accord-
ance with tradition, famous Russian and international musicians,
professors and students of the conservatory perform on the stage of
Russia's oldest music school.

PRESENTATION OF THE BOOK
Commandments for Scholarly Works,

or the Unknown Yuri Tyulin
To the 130th anniversary of birth of the professor

One of the important missions of the Applied Research Section of
the International Conservatory Week Festival is to present publica-
tions on music. The 23" festival will introduce a new book dedicated
to Professor Yuri Tyulin, one of the pillars of Russian music scholar-
ship. He taught many students - both theoreticians and composers -
in the Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) and Moscow Conservatories,
and his works laid the foundation for Russia's contemporary system
of music education. He himself was an outstanding composer of the
Rimsky-Korsakov school, and he managed to find his own way in
the art world, becoming one of the keystone figures in the history of
Russian musical culture in the 20" century. But his influence went
far beyond his homeland. The assessment of Professor Lev Mazel,
his colleague from Moscow, that in the theory of music, the 18" cen-
tury was the century of Rameau, the 19" century was the century of
Riemann, and the 20" century became the century of Tyulin, genu-
inely reflects the significant role Yuri Tyulin played in the evolution
of the theory of music worldwide.

The history of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory, the first
higher school of music in Russia, began on 21 September, 1862. The
Conservatory was opened thanks to the endeavours of a group of
Russia’s most progressive musicians and educators. The most signifi-
cant figure in the group was renowned pianist and composer Anton
Rubinstein. The finest artistic forces in Russia along with famous
European musicians were invited to teach at the Conservatory —
Henryk Wieniawski (violin), Albert Zabel (harp), and Cesare Ciardi
(flute), to name but a few. Tchaikovsky was among the Conservatory’s
first graduates in 1865. Vocalists Fyodor Stravinsky, Varvara Zarud-
naya, and Ivan Ershov, pianists Safonov, Barinova, and Blumenfeld,
violinists Jascha Heifetz, Tzimbalist, and Vaiman, and composers
Lyadov, Prokofiev, and Shostakovich among many others were af-
filiated with the Conservatory. Performance and teaching schools
that developed at the Conservatory played a significant role in the
musical life of Russia, including the Leschetizky and Yesipova piano
school, Auer violin school, Davidov and Verzhbilovich cello school,
and Nissen-Saloman and Everardi vocal school. The St. Petersburg
school of composition headed by Rimsky-Korsakov has had an un-
precedented influence on the development of world music up to the
present day. In the 1920s-1930s a special music school and music
college were opened and added to the Conservatory. The country’s
first educational centre for musical theatre was opened in the Con-
servatory as an opera studio.

The St. Petersburg Conservatory enjoys a faculty whose achieve-
ments in academic studies, performance and creative fields are widely
recognised. All the leading performers from the city’s philharmonic
orchestras, theatres and artistic associations are professors at the Con-
servatory. Both orchestras of the St. Petersburg Philharmonic, the or-
chestras of the Mariinsky and Mikhailovsky Opera and Ballet Theatres,
the choir and orchestra of the Academic Capella as well as other local
choirs and orchestras consist mainly of the Conservatory’s alumni.
The St. Petersburg Conservatory is a prestigious Russian educational
establishment and ranks among the world’s best music schools along-
side the Moscow Conservatory, the Paris Conservatory and the Juil-
liard School of Music in New York.

At present, the oldest Russian Conservatory is a community of
creative artists; it comprises the Conservatory itself, the Theatre, the
Special Music School and the Folklore Centre. The Conservatory is
dedicated to preserving and developing St. Petersburg traditions in
performance and music research; it is proud of its graduates and plac-
es its most aspiring hopes on new generations of musicians.

Alexei Vasiliev is an Honoured
Artist of Russia and Rector of
the St. Petersburg N. A. Rimsky-
Korsakov State Conservatory,
professor.

He graduated from the St. Pe-
tersburg Conservatory, cello
class of a People's Artist of Russia
Professor Anatoly Nikitin. From
2007 to 2009, he held the posi-
tion of the Dean of the Orchestra
Faculty. In August 2015, he was
appointed Acting Rector of the

David Goloshchekin is a People's
Artist of Russia, multi-instru-
mental jazz musician, improvi-
sation virtuoso, arranger, and
the founder and artistic director
of the St. Petersburg State Jazz
Philharmonic Hall. He is also
the founder and music director
of the White Night Swing Inter-
national Jazz Festival, which has
been held in St. Petersburg since
1994. He is the author and host of numerous radio programmes de-
voted to jazz, such as Jazz Kaleidoscope, Hour of Jazz, In the Jazz World,
Jazz Environment, and All This Jazz. In addition, he is a professor at
the Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia and an Honorary
Professor of the Rimsky-Korsakov St. Petersburg Conservatory.
David Goloshchekin is one of the most respected jazz musicians in Russia.
Internationally recognized, he represents the classical branch of modern
jazz. The musician plays the violin, piano, electronic organ, vibraphone,
flugelhorn, tenor saxophone, double bass, and other instruments.

His interest in jazz arose when he was a 15-year-old student at the Sec-
ondary Special Music School of the Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) Con-
servatory. An important stage of his development as a jazz musician was
his work with the famous Jazz Orchestra of Joseph Weinstein, after which
the tours and invitations to jazz festivals followed. In 1968, he became the
director of the Jazz Music Ensemble, with which he toured the globe. In
the 1990s, he established the Chetvero (The Four) quartet. Currently, its
members are Moscow musicians Victor Epaneshnikov on the drums, Ser-
gei Vasiliev on the double bass, and Alexei Podymkin on the piano.
David Goloshchekin has performed with many jazz stars, such as Ben-
ny Golson, Monty Alexander, Billy Taylor, Wynton Marsalis, Woody
Shaw, Barry Harris, Igor Butman, Vadim Eilenkrig, and Valery Kiselev.

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The St. Petersburg State Conservatory
Symphony Orchestra

The basis for the St. Petersburg State Conservatory Symphony
Orchestra was laid by Anton Rubinstein, its founder and first artis-
tic director, who opened the orchestra and ensemble classes upon the
foundation of Russia’s oldest music school.

Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov and Alexander Glazunov directed the Or-
chestra at different times. When the Conducting Department was
created, a fruitful collaboration began between its students and the
Orchestra. Many distinguished musicians graduated from the Con-
ducting Department including Alexander Melik-Pashayev, Evgeny
Mravinsky, Ilya Musin, Nikolai Rabinovitch, Yuri Temirkanov, Valery
Gergiev, and Vladislav Tchernushenko.

The Symphony Orchestra was reestablished in 2004 after a gap of many
years in order to help students acquire the necessary performing experi-
ence. The Orchestra mostly consists of first-year students from the Or-
chestra Department. Since then, the orchestra has prepared a number
of interesting programmes under the guidance of such conductors as
Mariss Jansons, Vasily Sinaisky, Sergei Stadler, Alexander Titov, Alexan-
der Sladkovsky, Alim Shakh, Dmitri Ralko, and Mikhail Golikov. The
Symphony Orchestra accompanied Luciano Pavarotti during his last
concerts in St. Petersburg and successfully performed at music festivals
in Russia, Germany, France, Italy, the Czech Republic, and Lithuania.
The curent artistic director and principal conductor is Rector of the
St. Petersburg Conservatory, Honoured Artist of Russia Alexei Vasiliev.

St. Petersburg State University of Culture was founded on No-
vember 28, 1918, the same day when Petrograd saw the decree es-
tablishing a special institution for workers in out-of-school educa-
tion. Its first students graduated as experts in library and theatrical
sciences and music education. They also became heads of scientific
and educational departments, founders of museums and exhibition
managers. Eminent scholars, bibliography experts, talented actors,
film directors, musicians, artists, theorists and practitioners of ex-
tra-curricular activities have greatly contributed to the University's
development. Throughout its history the University has repeatedly
changed its name and status as a reaction to constant changes. Thus,
in 1925, the University was reorganized into the Leningrad Com-
munist Political-Educational Institute named after N. K. Krupskaya.
The University was reorganized again in 1941 due to the growth of
libraries and the lack of librarians. Since then it became the Len-
ingrad State Library Institute named after N. K. Krupskaya. Soon
after that, in 1957, the University resumed admission of students
to the department of cultural enlightenment. In 1957-1959, art de-
partments such as choral conducting, performing arts, orchestral
conducting and choreography began to form. In 1964 the Univer-
sity received a new name - the Leningrad State Institute of Culture
named after N. K. Krupskaya. In 2014, its name was changed to the
Federal State Educational Institution of Higher Education “St. Pe-
tersburg State University of Culture”.

Nikolai Rubinstein, a distinguished musician, brilliant pianist and
conductor, established the Moscow Conservatory in 1866. At differ-
ent times the Conservatory was chaired by Sergei Taneyev, Vladimir
Safonov, Mikhail Ippolitov-Ivanov, Alexander Goldenveiser, Konstan-
tin Igumnov, Genrikh Neigauz, Vissarion Shebalin, Alexander Svesh-
nikov, and others. Among its professors were such prominent musicians
as Pyotr Tchaikovsky, Reinhold Gliere, Nikolai Myaskovsky, Dmitri
Shostakovich, Lev Oborin, Vladimir Sofronitsky, David Oistrakh, Kse-
nia Erdely, Antonina Nezhdanova, Alexander Gauk, and Nikolai Go-
lovanov. Among the students and alumni of the conservatory there
were such famous composers, performers, conductors, and music
experts as Aram Khachaturyan, Rodion Shchedrin, Sofia Gubaidu-
lina, Evgeny Svetlanov, Gennady Rozhdestvensky, Sviatoslav Richter,
Emil Gigels, Yakov Flier, Leonid Kogan, Viktor Tretyakov, Mstislav
Rostropovich, Natalia Gutman, Vera Dulova, Yury Keldysh, Valentina
Konen, Leo Masel, and Boris Yarustovsky. Currently, the Moscow Con-
servatory is one of the best higher schools of music in the world.

There is a wide range of music education institutions within the
framework of the Conservatory. Besides the Conservatory itself it
includes the Academic College of Music (Academic School of Mu-
sic, before 2004) and the Central Music School. The Conservatory
has seven main departments: the Piano Department, which also in-
cludes organ and harpsichord schools; the Orchestra Department;
Vocal Department, Conducting Department with choir and opera
and symphony conducting schools; Department of Musicology and
Composition; as well as the Department of Historical and Modern
Performanceand the Department of Advanced Teacher Training.

Different orchestral and choral ensembles were established at
the conservatory and are successfully leading their creative life
on its basis. Among them are the Concert Symphony Orchestra
initiated by Gennady Rozhdestvensky, two Chamber Orchestras,
the Moscow Conservatory Choir, the Chamber Choir and also
instrumental ensembles — Moscow Trio, M. I. Glinka State Quar-
tet, Brahms-trio, S. Prokofiev State Quartet, D. Shostakovich State
Quartet, Mark Pekarsky Percussion Ensemble, Rusquartet.

The Sergei Taneyev Conservatory Science and Music Library
is one of the largest Russian archives of books and sheet music.
There are also Grand, Small, and Rachmaninoff Halls which play
a big role in the life of the institution and in the creation of its
unique creative atmosphere. Many students get the opportunity
to demonstrate their performance skills in the conservatory halls.
Conservatory annually organizes hundreds of concerts in its own
halls and in many halls throughout Russia.

A People’s Artist of Russia, a laure-
ate of the Moscow Literature and
Art Prize, a professor at the Tchai-
kovsky Moscow State Conserva-
tory, and an Honorary Professor
of the Belarus State Academy of
Music, Alexander Bonduryan-
sky is among the worlds leading
teachers and performers of cham-
ber and ensemble music.

He is highly respected, serving as
the chairman and a member of the
jury at various Russian and international competitions for chamber ensem-
bles and the president of the Chamber Music Teachers Association. He is
also highly decorated, having received the Order of Friendship, the Order of
Honour, and the Gold Medal from the Irina Arkhipova Foundation.

In 1967, he graduated from the Gavriil Musicescu Conservatory in
Chisindu, Moldova, where he studied under Professor Alexander So-
kovnin. From 1967 to 1969, he mastered his skills during his postgraduate
studies at the Moscow Conservatory in the classes of Professors Dmitri
Bashkirov (piano) and Tatjana Gaidamovic (chamber ensemble).

From 1969 to 1971, he taught at the Chisindu Conservatory, then at the
Music College of the Moscow Conservatory. In 1980, he became an as-
sistant to Professor Tatjana Gaydamovic at the Moscow Conservatory
and in 1995, a professor in the Chamber Ensemble Department there.
During that time, Alexander Bonduryansky taught musicians who
formed ensembles that would later become laureates and also winners
of Russian and international competitions. Among them are the Brahms
Trio, the Anima String Quartet,and the Piano Duet Irina Silivanova and
Maxim Purizhinsky. Both then and ever since, his masterclasses have
been a success at music schools in Russia, Moldova, Ukraine, Latvia,
Spain, Germany, Finland, Switzerland, the USA and other countries.

In 1989, he completed his thesis, Johannes Brahms’s Trio for Piano. He has
published other scholarly works devoted to the history of the genre of the
piano trio, issues of composing styles and the art of interpretation.
Alexander Bonduryansky’s performing activity is tightly connected with the
Moscow Trio, one of the worlds foremost chamber ensembles. As a mem-
ber of this trio, he won prizes at international contests in Munich (1969),
Belgrade (1972), Budapest (1975) and Bordeaux (1976). Together with his
colleagues, violinist Vladimir Ivanov and cellist Mikhail Utkin, he has per-
formed at many major international festivals, in famous concert halls.

Alexei Shmitov is an associate professor at
the Organ and Harpsichord Department of
the Moscow Conservatory.

He graduated from the Moscow Conserva-
tory in 1982, where he studied piano under
Professor Tatiana Nikolaeva and organ un-
der Professor Leonid Roizman and com-
pleted his postgraduate studies under Leo-
nid Roizman. Alexei won the 2" prize at the
Dom zu Speyer International Organ Compe-
tition, Germany, in 1987.

From 1983 to 2020, he taught at the Aca-
demic Music College of the Moscow Con-
servatory, and in 2000-2005 he was a pro-

He gave solo concerts
in nearly all cities in Russia that have organs, and went on tours in Finland,
the Netherlands, England, France, Italy, Switzerland, Lithuania, Latvia, Poland,
Bulgaria, Israel, Lebanon, and Syria. Alexei Shmitov is an active participant of
various international festivals and a member of the jury at Russian and inter-
national competitions.He also performs in ensembles with famous musicians
and vocalists and constantly collaborates with cellist Alexander Zagorinsky,
with whom he recorded seven CDs. A few organ and chamber concerts of
the musician were recorded on radio and television in Russia, Germany, and
Belgium.

The large complex of educational institutions bearing the name
of the Gnesins traces its roots back to 15 February 1895. On that day,
the Gnesin Music College was opened, a small private music school
founded by sisters Evgenia and Elena Gnesin, graduates of the Mos-
cow Conservatory. The teaching principles they had formed during
their time at the Conservatory laid the foundation for education at
the College and allowed it to gain a strong reputation within the mu-
sic community worldwide already in the pre-revolutionary period.

In 1919, the College received the status of a state-run establish-
ment and, a short time later, it was reorganised into a children’s school
and a vocational music college. In 1923, Mikhail Gnesin, who had
been a student of Rimsky-Korsakov’s, founded the Department of
Composition and Music Theory. An increase in the number of the
students and a rise in their level soon made the Gnesin College one
of the best vocational educational institutions in the USSR, which re-
sulted in the founding of a new music institution of higher education.
In March 1944, the government issued a resolution to establish the
Gnesins State Musical and Pedagogical Institute. In 1946, a special
secondary music school with a ten-year curriculum was opened at
the Institute, and thus a complex of four educational institutions was
formed: the Institute, the College, the secondary music school and
the children’s school, which had a seven-year curriculum. It was at
this time that the key ensembles of the Institute developed: the Aca-
demic Students’ Choir, the Symphony Orchestra, the Russian Folk
Instruments Orchestra, and the Bayan and Accordion Orchestra. In
1959, the Chamber Orchestra was established, which became the first
independent group to go on tours according to the plan of the state
concert organisation Soyuzconcert. In 1992, the Institute was trans-
formed into the Gnesin Russian Academy of Music.

It was the Academy that - for the first time ever in the history of
higher education - established a faculty of folk instruments; depart-
ments of choir and solo folk singing, of music for variety shows, and of
sound engineering; a department of music management (which turned
into the Production Faculty in 2005); and a department of computer
music, computer science and acoustics. At different times, there have
been a department of music workers of radio broadcasts and a depart-
ment of performers of music, puppet and Romani theatres.

The Gnesin Russian Academy of Music is a top-flight institution
that offers a superior education. This has been achieved thanks to
some legendary teachers, among whom have been Heinrich Neu-
haus, Lev Oborin, Maria Yudina, Vladimir Spivakov, Valentina Konen,
Aram Khachaturian, and Boris Tchaikovsky. Among its alumni are
Zara Dolukhanova, Evgeny Svetlanov, Mikael Tariverdiev, Vladimir
Fedoseyev, Lyudmila Zykina, Joseph Kobzon, Vladimir Dashkevich,
and David Tukhmanov.

The Belgorod State University of Arts and Culture traces its his-
tory back to the founding of a cultural and educational college in
1960. Forty years later, on 21 June 2000, based on a resolution of the
Head of the Administration of the Belgorod Region, the Belgorod
State University of Culture was founded. It would become one of
the leading educational institutions in the area.

The University consists of five faculties, an art school, a regional
centre of advanced professional education, an educational and cul-
tural centre with 22 creative groups, an international centre, a centre
of Slavic culture, and a public relations department. In addition, the
University has a branch in the city of Gubkin, which is in the Bel-
gorod Region.

State Conservatory The Nizhny Novgorod (prior to 1990
Gorky) State Conservatory was founded in 1946. The first teach-
ers there were renowned musicians graduates from the Moscow
and St. Petersburg (Leningrad) Conservatories, such as Igor Spo-
sobin, Alexander Stogorsky, Daniel Zhitomirsky, Mikhail Pekelis,
Grigory Ginzburg, Yakov Flier, Yakov Zak and Isaac Kats.

Since 1957, the Conservatory has borne the name of Mikhail
Glinka. In the 1990s, the Nizhny Novgorod Conservatory gained
international recognition and established wide connections with
foreign countries. It began to attract exchange students from Ja-
pan, Syria, Denmark, France, United States, China and Jamaica,
signed agreements on cooperation with music schools in Ger-
many and Austria and held concerts, masterclasses and confer-
ences as a result.

Today, the Conservatory is a major centre of music culture
in the Volga Federal District. It employs around 200 teachers,
and around 600 students, including 70 graduate students and in-
terns, who study there at all levels of higher education, doing
bachelor's, specialist's, master's and postgraduate studies and as-
sistantships.

For its activity, the Conservatory has won numerous grants
from the Russian Foundation for Humanities, the Open Society
Institute, the Goethe-Institut and the Fulbright Programme in
Russia. Ten educational programmes at the Conservatory were
included in the national rating Best Educational Programmes of
Innovative Russia in 2018. In the same year, the Conservatory
was ranked among the top 100 Russian universities by Forbes.
When considering more than 600 universities in Russia, the
magazine took into account such criteria as the quality of the
education and employer demand for graduates.

For more than seven decades, the Kurmangazy Kazakh Na-
tional Conservatory has provided professional training for mu-
sicians. In July 1944, the Council of People's Commissars of the
Kazakh SSR decided to establish a national art university in Al-
maty, which was later transformed into the Almaty Conserva-
tory. Since 1945, the Conservatory has borne the name of the
outstanding Kazakh composer of the 19" century Kurmangazy
Sagyrbaev. Until recently, the Conservatory was the only higher
education institution in Kazakhstan. Its graduates are part of al-
most all musical groups, concert organizations and educational
institutions in the country. Both the academic staff and the stu-
dents of the Conservatory have demonstrated high-level mastery
in national music in the United States, Western and Eastern Eu-
rope, Russia, China, Turkey, Egypt, Qatar, Iran, Singapore, Thai-
land, Japan, and South Korea. The most famous composers of
the Almaty Conservatory include A. Zhubanov, Y. Brusilovsky,
M. Tulebayev, S. Mukhamedzhanov, Q. Khojamyarov, G. Zhu-
banova, E. Rakhmadiyev. The Conservatory teachers are promi-
nent concert musicians, who have been recognized and gained
popularity within and beyond Kazakhstan.

Among them are the outstanding pianist ]J. Aubakirova, the
famous choirmaster A. Molodov, the notable baritone E. Serke-
bayev, the legendary singer B. Tulegenova, the “golden trumpet”
J. Klushkin, the virtuoso dombrist K. Akhmedyarov, the violinist
G. Murzabekova, the contemporary composer E. Rahmadiyev. Af-
ter Kazakhstan declared its sovereignty, the Conservatory became
a “Kazakh national higher education institution”.

Jilin University of Arts is a university in Changchun, Jilin,
China. It was founded in 1946 as part of the Northeast Normal
University. The Department of Music of the Northeast Normal
University was later spun off as Jilin Professional School of the
Arts. In 1978, it became independent and was renamed to Jilin
University of Arts.

The university - located in a prosperous area in the center of
Changchun, capital city of Jilin province - has four campuses for
performance, modeling, synthesis and urban art.

There are 13 teaching departments in the university, which
currently has 8,686 full-time students, comprising 1,045 master's
degree students and 7,641 undergraduate students. The univer-
sity's 10 majors — musicology, painting, visual communications
design, digital media art, choreography, performance, product
design, animation, music performance and environmental de-
sign — are national first-class majors.
