» THE D.D. SHOSTAKOVICH ST. PETERSBURG
ACADEMIC PHILHARMONIA.
GRAND HALL

The Grand Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is one of the best
concert halls in Europe. The building was constructed in 1839 by the
architect Paul Jacot (the fagade was designed by Carlo Rossi) for the
St. Petersburg Assembly of the Nobility. This first-class concert hall
can accommodate over 1,500 people, and since the 1840s it has been
the centre of St. Petersburg’s music scene. Numerous renowned musi-
cians of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries have performed in the
concert hall, including Clara Schumann, Viardo, Liszt, Berlioz, Wag-
ner, Mahler, Schoenberg, Stravinsky, Bartok, Hindemith, and Britten,
as well as Klemperer, Bruno Walter, Stokowski, Cortot, Schnabel, Ar-
tur Rubinstein, Horowitz, Fischer-Dieskau, Sviatoslav Richter, Gilels,
Michelangeli, Gould, Menuhin, Rostropovich and many others. Many
works of such exponents of the Russian classical tradition as Borodin,
Mussorgsky, Tchaikovsky, Rimsky-Korsakov and Glazunov premiered
here. The Grand Hall hosted many premiéres of symphonies by Dmi-
tri Shostakovich, whose name the St. Petersburg Academic Philhar-
monia, opened in 1921, bears. The Boston, Philadelphia, Cleveland,
and Chicago orchestras, the Berlin Philharmonic, the Vienna Philhar-
monic, the New York Philharmonic, and the Royal Concertgebouw
Orchestra have all performed in the Grand Hall. The leading orches-
tra of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is the Honoured Ensemble of
Russia, the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Orchestra. For half a century
(1938-1988) the distinguished Russian conductor Evgeny Mravinsky
directed the orchestra. From 1988 to 2023 Yuri Temirkanov, one of
our most famous contemporary conductors, was the orchestra’s artis-
tic director and principal conductor. The current principal conductor
is People’s Artist of Russia Nikolai Alexeev.

» THE D.D.SHOSTAKOVICH ST. PETERSBURG
ACADEMIC PHILHARMONIA.
SMALL HALL NAMED AFTER M. I. GLINKA

The Small Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia, one of the best
chamber concert halls in the world, was opened to the public in 1949
in a beautiful mansion that dates back to the mid-eighteenth century.
Since 1802, the Russian Philharmonic Society has given its concerts in
this hall, which also hosted the world premiére of Beethoven’s Missa
Solemnis (1824). In 1828 Prince Vasily Engelhardt became the owner
of this building and opened the first music salon in Russia’s “Northern
Capital” Engelhardt’s salon was visited by all the elite of St. Petersburg:
Zhukovsky, Pushkin, Lermontov, Turgenev, Rubinstein, and guests to
the city such as Pauline Viardot, Franz Liszt, Karol Lipiniski, and Henri
Vieuxtemps. In the 20" and 21" centuries the Small Hall has hosted
concerts by David Oistrakh, Grigory Sokolov, Eliso Virsaladze, Nata-
lia Gutman, Yuri Bashmet, Gustav Leonhardt, Elena Obraztsova, Katia
Ricciarelli, Olga Borodina, Yevgeny Nesterenko, Dmitri Hvorostovsky
and others. Premiéres of works by Shostakovich, Sviridov, Shchedrin,
Andrei Petrov, Tishchenko and Slonimsky have taken place in the
Small Hall.

» THE CONCERT HALL OF THE MARIINSKY THEATRE

The Concert Hall of the Mariinsky Theatre opened its doors to the
public in 2007. It is the theatre and concert venue, designed accord-
ing to the very latest developments in construction and purpose
built to host concert programmes. With regard to its technology and
acoustics, the hall ranks alongside the world’s finest concert venues.
The Concert Hall building has historic connections with the Mari-
insky Theatre. The set workshops and Hall of the Board of the Impe-
rial Theatres were located on this site. In 2003 a fire broke out in the
set workshops that destroyed almost all the costumes and sets be-
ing stored there. Maestro Valery Gergiev made the decision to build
a new concert hall on the site of the old workshops, fully retaining
the historic facade which had miraculously survived the fire. The
Concert Hall has hosted performances by various symphony or-
chestras, including the London, Bamberg and Munich philharmonic
orchestras, and renowned instrumentalists, conductors and opera
soloists, among them Znaider, Matsuev, Berezovsky, Salonen, Jarvi,
Muti, Netrebko, Leiferkus, Pape, and Furlanetto.

» THE ST. PETERSBURG
STATE ACADEMIC CAPELLA

The State Academic Capella of St. Petersburg is the oldest Rus-
sian professional musical institution. Its buildings are located
between the embankment of the Moika River and Bolshaya Ko-
nushennaya Street. Starting from 1720 the mansion was sub-
sequently owned by a number of people: Vice Admiral Matija
Zmajevi¢; personal doctor of Empress Anna Christian Paulsen;
architect Yuri Felten, the Nepluevs, the Naryshkins, entrepre-
neur Friedrich Bukh; until the state bought it in early 19*". Em-
peror Alexander I assigned it to the Court Orchestra and com-
missioned the reconstruction of the building to the architect
named Luigi Rusca. In 1830s Ludwig Charlemagne designed
a concert hall, that was built soon after. Between 1887 and 1889
all the buildings of the Capella were under reconstruction. The
architect, Leon Benois paid special attention not only to fagades
or interior design, but also to the acoustics of the concert hall,
that is today considered one of the best in Europe. The hall is
situated in the courtyard, its floor and ceiling resemble violin’s
top plate. The stage was specially designed to house an organ,
which was transported from a Dutch church and set up later, in
1928. Soon after the reconstruction, a fire damaged the concert
hall. The hall was fully restored and consecrated a year after
the fire. In September 1941 a dud bomb hit the Tsar Pavilion
of the Capella, so that it had to be demolished. The Pavilion
was rebuilt in 2000. In 1970s, a gallery was designed next to
the concert hall. It was used for exhibiting canvases and photos
that the visitors of the concert hall could visit during the inter-
vals in performances. The Concert Hall of the Capella is a per-
fect venue for music performances. Its concert schedule is rich
and versatile, it is a place to hold music events and projects, to
perform works by Russian and foreign composers, launch pre-
mieres, invite both famous performers and those who have just
begun their careers.

» THE ST. PETERSBURG STATE JAZZ
PHILHARMONIC HALL

The St. Petersburg State Jazz Philharmonic Hall was founded on
1 January 1989 thanks to the enthusiasm and efforts of David
Goloshchekin, a world-famous composer, multi-instrumentalist,
People’s Artist of Russia, Honorary Professor of the St. Petersburg
State Conservatory. The Jazz Philharmonic Hall, created to advo-
cate jazz as a serious and highly spiritual form of musical art, is
counted among the world’s elite jazz clubs. The best performers
from St. Petersburg, Russia and around the world play all varieties
of jazz on the venue’s stage, from blues to contemporary forms.
Every year in late June/early July, the Jazz Philharmonic Hall hosts
the White Night Swing international jazz festival. The venue’s con-
cert hall can seat 180 people comfortably at its cosy tables and also
features a central dance floor. Among the international jazz stars
who have performed at the venue are David Baker, Richie Cole,
Eddie Gémez, and Benny Golson. The SBN acoustic systems en-
sure that every seat in the house enjoys great sound. The Jazz Phil-
harmonic Hall frequently hosts concerts starring the best jazzmen
from Russia, Europe and the USA.

» THEHERMITAGE THEATRE

The construction of the Hermitage Theatre, which design was
commissioned from Giacomo Quarenghi in 1783 by Catherine II,
was completed in 1787. The building is characterised by harmony
and balance of architectural forms and is a perfect example of late
18" century Russian classicism. The Hermitage Theatre auditorium
is an amphitheatre with six rows of benches. Theatre performances
became a traditional part of court life from the eighteenth century
onwards, and accompanied many celebrations. Today the Hermitage
Theatre hall is considered to be one of the best theatre and concert
stages in St. Petersburg and hosts plays, concerts and festivals. Its
foyer is a popular place for exhibitions.

» THE STATE HERMITAGE MUSEUM.
ATRIUM OF THE GENERAL STAFF BUILDING

The General Staff Building belongs to the State Hermitage, the main
museum of St. Petersburg. Located on the city’s Palace Square, the
General Staff Building was the final touch that shaped the architec-
tural ensemble and determined the look of the museum. Designed
by Rossi, the General Staff Building is a fine example of Russian clas-
sicism; construction began in 1820 and went on for 10 years. The
two wings of the building are connected by an arch, crowned with
the sculpture Chariot of Glory. The Triumphal Arch was adorned
by the sculptors Stepan Pimenov and Vasily Demuth-Malinovsky. It
commemorates Russia’s victory against the French in 1812. During
World War II the building suffered severe bomb damage, however
it was fully restored by 1950. Beginning in 2010 the building un-
derwent reconstruction, which was completed to coincide with the
250" anniversary of the State Hermitage in 2014. The western wing
of the building houses the headquarters of Russia’s Western military
region. The eastern wing is a part of the Hermitage; it displays paint-
ings by 19" and 20" century impressionists and hosts temporary ex-
hibitions of contemporary art, festivities and music events.

THE LARGE ITALIAN SKYLIGHT HALL

The Large Italian Skylight Hall is one of the ceremonial halls of the
New Hermitage where Italian art is displayed. The New Hermitage
was designed by Leo von Klenze in the middle of the XIX century.
The original project was later finalized by Vasily Stasov and Nikolai
Yefimov. Being initially designed as a museum, the New Hermitage
halls show rich decor, thoroughly planned interiors and impressive
engineering decisions. For the exposition of bigger paintings, several
halls were created along the enfilade on the first floor — the Small
and the Large Italian Skylight Halls, as well as the Spanish Skylight
Hall. Upper light is the major peculiarity of these halls. The vaulted
ceilings with glass skylight windows provide the special lighting
of the artwork. The Large Italian Skylight Hall, which extends the
Small Skylight Hall exposition, features Italian artwork of the 16
and 17" centuries. Various music events take place there, as well.
Symphonic and chamber compositions sound splendid due to the
unique acoustics and magnificent interiors.

» ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH
OF OUR LADY OF LOURDES

The history of the Church of Our Lady of Lourdes in St. Petersburg
dates back to the late 19 century. In 1891, French Catholics set up
a small chapel at the church of St. Catherine in honour of Immacu-
late Conception. A small statue of St. Mary brought from Lourdes
became the main shrine of the church. In 1898, at the request of
the French community Nicholas II gave permission to build another
Catholic church in the city. The new stone building of the Church of
Our Lady of Lourdes was designed by the architect Leontiy Benoit.
He was the son of the academician Nicholas Benoit, an architect of
the Imperial Court, who was a trustee of the French Catholic com-
munity of St. Petersburg for a long time. Originally, the design ad-
opted in 1902 provided for the construction of a three-nave basilica
in the Romanesque style with elements of the National Romantic
style. However, Marian Peretyatkovich together with Leontiy Benoit
made some changes to the design later. In 1909, the construction of
the stone building of the Holy Virgin Mary of Lourdes was finished.
In Soviet times, the church was open for parishioners most of the
time, except for in 1923 and during The Great Patriotic War. For
many years, the Church of Our Lady of Lourdes was one of the two
active Catholic churches in Russia — other Catholic churches were
closed. Today, along with services the church consistently hosts or-
gan concerts, as well as the concerts of chamber and vocal music.

OF THE ST. PETERSBURG CONSERVATORY

The Concert Hall of the St. Petersburg Conservatory is situated on
the second floor of the new conservatory building, known as the
former General Kriegs-Commissariat (2 Glinki St.), and is used
for academic, open chamber and subscription concerts, as well as
for live auditions. The hall boasts good acoustics, a picturesque
view of the Moyka River embankment and Potseluev Bridge, one
of the oldest in St. Petersburg, 150 seats, and two Steinway & Sons
grand pianos. With such features, the decision to continue perfor-
mances during the restoration of the main conservatory building
is understandable. In accordance with tradition, famous Russian
and international musicians, professors and students of the con-
servatory perform on the stage of Russia’s oldest music school.

» Nikolai BUROV

Nikolai Burov is a People’s Artist
of Russia. In 1974, he graduated
from the Leningrad State Insti-
tute of Theatre, Music and Cin-
ematography, currently known as
the Russian State Institute of Per-
forming Arts. At different times,
he worked at the Leningrad State
Youth Theatre (known today as
the Bryantsev Youth Theatre),
and the Pushkin State Academic
Drama Theatre of Russia (the Al-
exandrinsky Theatre). He also col-
laborated with the Raykin Variety
Theatre and the Kirov State Aca-
demic Theatre of Opera and Ballet
(the Mariinsky Theatre), with the State Academic Capella of St. Peters-
burg and the St. Petersburg Academic Philharmonic. In addition, Burov
worked a lot on the Leningrad radio and television. His repertoire boasts
more than 100 roles in various genres on theatre scenes of Russia and oth-
er countries, including Italy, Poland, Japan, Latvia, the Czech Republic,
Estonia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, and the USA, as well as more than 100 film
roles. He has also participated in numerous music projects of Yuri Temir-
kanov, Andrei Petrov, Vladimir Begletsov, Krzysztof Penderecki, Nikolai
Alexeev, Alexander Kantorow, and Vladislav Chernushenko.

From 2005 to 2008, Nikolai Burov appeared as the Chairman of the
St. Petersburg Committee for Culture and an Actual State Counsellor of
the 3" Class of St. Petersburg, representing the culture of the city during
international forums in the USA, China, Japan, South Korea, Israel, and
European countries. Between 2008 and 2017, Burov worked as the Di-
rector of the State Memorial Museum “St. Isaac’s Cathedral”, and he is
the author and the host of numerous television programmes. Since 2018,
he has been a permanent host on the TV channel Kultura.

Burov has been a Member of the Russian Union of Theatre Workers,
the Presidium of the St. Petersburg Public Council, as well as the To-
ponymy Commission of St. Petersburg. He was appointed thrice as
the Advisor on Cultural Affairs to the St. Petersburg Governor (2003,
2011, 2018). He is the author of five monographs on cultural studies
and museum education and has also written articles in various cul-
tural magazines. In 2004, he founded the Charity Fund of cultural ini-
tiatives named “Alexandrinsky”.

Nikolai Burov has received state awards of the Russian Federation, the
Russian Orthodox Church, and the Ministry of Culture of the Russian
Federation. He is an Honorary Member of the Russian Academy of Arts
and a laureate of the Nicholas Roerich International Prize. Burov became
an Honoured Worker of Culture of Poland in 2006. He is also a Professor
of the St. Petersburg Humanitarian University of Trade Unions.

The history of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory, the first
higher school of music in Russia, began on 21 September, 1862. The
Conservatory was opened thanks to the endeavours of a group of
Russia’s most progressive musicians and educators. The most signif-
icant figure in the group was renowned pianist and composer Anton
Rubinstein. The finest artistic forces in Russia along with famous
European musicians were invited to teach at the Conservatory —
Henryk Wieniawski (violin), Albert Zabel (harp), and Cesare Ciardi
(flute), to name but a few. Tchaikovsky was among the Conservato-
ry’s first graduates in 1865. Vocalists Fyodor Stravinsky, Zarudnaya,
and Ershov, pianists Safonov, Barinova, and Blumenfeld, violinists
Heifetz, Tzimbalist, and Vaiman, and composers Lyadov, Prokofiev,
and Shostakovich among many others were affiliated with the Con-
servatory. Performance and teaching schools that developed at the
Conservatory played a significant role in the musical life of Russia,
including the Leschetizky and Yesipova piano school, Auer violin
school, Davidov and Verzhbilovich cello school, and Nissen-Salo-
man and Everardi vocal school. The St. Petersburg school of com-
position headed by Rimsky-Korsakov has had an unprecedented
influence on the development of world music up to the present day.
In the 1920s-1930s a special music school and music college were
opened and added to the Conservatory. The country’s first educa-
tional centre for musical theatre was opened in the Conservatory as
an opera studio. The St. Petersburg Conservatory enjoys a faculty
whose achievements in academic studies, performance and creative
fields are widely recognised. All the leading performers from the
city’s philharmonic orchestras, theatres and artistic associations are
professors at the Conservatory. Both orchestras of the St. Petersburg
Philharmonic, the orchestras of the Mariinsky and Mikhailovsky
Opera and Ballet Theatres, the choir and orchestra of the Academic
Capella as well as other local choirs and orchestras consist mainly
of the Conservatory’s alumni. The St. Petersburg Conservatory is
a prestigious Russian educational establishment and ranks among
the world’s best music schools alongside the Moscow Conservatory,
the Paris Conservatory and the Juilliard School of Music in New
York. At present, the oldest Russian Conservatory is a community of
creative artists; it comprises the Conservatory itself, the Theatre, the
Special Music School and the Folklore Centre. The Conservatory is
dedicated to preserving and developing St. Petersburg traditions in
performance and music research; it is proud of its graduates and
places its most aspiring hopes on new generations of musicians.

Alexei Vasiliev is an Honoured
Artist of Russia and Rector of
the St. Petersburg N. A. Rimsky-
Korsakov State Conservatory,
professor. He graduated from
the St. Petersburg Conservatory,
cello class of a People’s Artist of
Russia Professor Anatoly Niki-
tin. From 2007 to 2009, he held
the position of the Dean of the
Orchestra Faculty. In August
2015, he was appointed Act-
ing Rector of the St. Petersburg
Conservatory by the order of
the Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation. In December 2016,
he was elected Rector of the Conservatory, and has been holding this
position to the present day. Alexei Vasiliev has successfully combined
heading the St. Petersburg Conservatory with being active as an artist.

Since 2008, he
has taught an orchestra class at the St. Petersburg Rimsky-Korsakov
Music College and has headed the Algirdas Paulavi¢ius Youth Sym-
phony Orchestra. The ensemble has made its name at the finest con-
cert venues in Russia and abroad. Alexei Vasiliev conducted numer-
ous orchestras, such as the Mariinsky Theatre Symphony Orchestra,
the St. Petersburg State Academic Capella Symphony Orchestra, the
Academic Symphony Orchestra of the Safonov North-Caucasus State
Philharmonia, the Tula Philharmonic Symphony Orchestra, the Vo-
ronezh Academic Symphony Orchestra, and the Nizhny Novgorod
Philharmonia Symphony Orchestra. Many outstanding musicians
have performed with the orchestras under the baton of Alexei Vasiliev,
including Liana Isakadze, Sergei Slovachevsky, Alexei Massarsky,
Daniil Trifonov, Alexander Ramm, Ilya Papoyan, Sergei Redkin, Ravil
Islyamov, and Oleg Weinstein. This year, Alexei Vasiliev has been
a member of jury of the 4™ All-Russian Music Competition in the Op-
era and Symphony Conducting section.

David Goloshchekin is a People’s
Artist of Russia, multi-instru-
mental jazz musician, improvisa-
tion virtuoso, arranger, and the
founder and artistic director of
the St. Petersburg State Jazz Phil-
harmonic Hall. He is also the
founder and music director of the
White Night Swing International
Jazz Festival, which has been held
in St. Petersburg since 1994. He is the author and host of numerous ra-
dio programmes devoted to jazz, such as Jazz Kaleidoscope, Hour of Jazz,
In the Jazz World, Jazz Environment, and All That Jazz. In addition, he is
a professor at the Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia. David
Goloshchekin is one of the most respected jazz musicians in Russia. In-
ternationally recognized, he represents the classical branch of modern
jazz. The musician plays the violin, piano, electronic organ, vibraphone,
flugelhorn, tenor saxophone, double bass, and other instruments. His
interest in jazz arose when he was a 15-year-old student at the Second-
ary Special Music School of the Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) Con-
servatory. An important stage of his development as a jazz musician
was his work with the famous Jazz Orchestra of Joseph Weinstein, after
which the tours and invitations to jazz festivals followed. In 1968, he
became the director of the Jazz Music Ensemble, with which he toured
the globe. In the 1990s, he established the Chetvero (The Four) quartet.
David Goloshchekin has performed with many jazz stars, such as Benny
Golson, Monty Alexander, Billy Taylor, Wynton Marsalis, Woody Shaw,
Barry Harris, Igor Butman, Vadim Eilenkrig, and Valery Kiselev. He is
active as an artist both in Russia and abroad.

The Jazz Ensemble was established in 1968 by David Goloshchekin,
founder of the St. Petersburg Jazz Philharmonic Hall. It became one
of the most popular Leningrad jazz bands with the very first perfor-
mances. These were followed by outstanding shows at various na-
tional jazz festivals, and in 1971, the record label Melodiya started
releasing a series of the Jazz Ensemble records which became a best-
seller among jazz lovers.

The Ensemble has been touring intensively in Europe, North and
South America since the mid-80s. After their successful perfor-
mance at a jazz festival in Los Angeles, the Ensemble was invited to
the Tonight Show Starring Johnny Carson, a well-known Hollywood
talk show.

The most gifted jazz musicians of St. Petersburg have played in the
Ensemble throughout the years. Today, the Jazz Ensemble com-
prises St. Petersburg jazz professionals — Nikolai Sizov (piano),
the Honoured Artist of Azerbaijan Hasan Bagirov (guitar), Vadim
Mikhailov (double bass), Gary Bagdasaryan (drums) and laureate of
international contests Julia Kasyan (soloist). Their repertoire offers
jazz classics in original arrangements and compositions created by
David Goloshchekin.

Sergei Ekimov is the Dean of the Compo-
sition and Conducting Faculty, a Professor
at the Herzen State Pedagogical University
of Russia and the St. Petersburg State Uni-
versity of Culture and Arts. He received
his education at the St. Petersburg State
Conservatory where he also completed his
postgraduate studies, specialising in choral
conducting (in the classes of Professors Fy-
odor Kozlov and Valery Uspensky).

The Chamber Orchestra was founded in the 1970s by Yuli Aliev,
a student of Evgeny Mravinsky. At different times, it has been di-
rected by Honoured Artists of Russia Vladimir Altschuler, Lev
Shinder and Mikhail Estrin. The ensemble has maintained an
active concert schedule and won public recognition not only in
Russia, but also in Finland, Poland, France, Germany, and Lithu-
ania. In 1990, it was recognized as the best youth orchestra at the
International Youth Orchestra Festival in Spain. The Orchestra
has collaborated with well-known conductors, including Vladislav
Chernushenko (Russia), Saulius Sondeckis (Lithuania), and Hans-
Dieter Resch (Germany). Since 2011, Arkady Steinlucht, an Hon-
oured Artist of Russia, has held the position of artistic director of
the ensemble.

Russian Folk Instruments Orchestra

Founded in 1960, the same year as the Folk Instruments Faculty, this
student orchestra plays a significant role in the process of educating folk
instruments performers and works as a practical training base for stu-
dent-conductors. The first director of the orchestra was Aleksey Ilyin, a
famous conductor of a folk instruments orchestra. In the period of the
1960-1970s the outstanding orchestra conductors and musicians ap-
peared at the conductor’s desk of the orchestra. Among them were Bo-
ris Tiles, Avenir Mikhailov, Leo Korkhin, Nilokai Rybakov and Mikhail
Sheinkman. For many years the student orchestra was directed by Her-
man Preobrazhensky. The creative career of the orchestra continued
under the direction of Professor Anatoly Tikhonov. Today the school
orchestra is directed by Professor Vyacheslav Glazunov. The orchestra
participates in many events for jubilees of famous musicians; important
events in the country’s and the Conservatory’s history and international
festivals. The orchestra collaborates with St. Petersburg composers, solo
musicians and choirs. The repertoire of the ensemble includes arrange-
ments of folk songs, original songs of contemporary authors and works
of Russian and Western classic music.

The St. Petersburg Conservatory Choir was founded in 1925. Over
almost a century-long Choir’s history, its repertoire has covered all
genres of Western choral classics, sacred and secular Russian music,
and the works of contemporary composers. The choir has been led at
various times by such esteemed conductors as Alexander Yegorov, Ivan
Poltavtsev, Avenir Mikhailov, and Valentin Nesterov. Since 1982 until
2019 the choir was directed by Professor Valery Uspensky. At present
artistic director and conductor of the Choir is the Dean of the Com-
position and Conducting Faculty Professor Sergei Ekimov. The choir
has performed with the St. Petersburg Philharmonia Orchestra, the
St. Petersburg State Orchestra, and the Unified Youth Orchestra under
the direction of such renowned conductors as Claudio Abbado, Yuri
Temirkanov, Alexander Dmitriev, Vladimir Fedoseyev, and Ravil Mar-
tynov. The choir has toured throughout Russia and beyond its borders,
and has participated in many All-Russian and international choral fes-
tivals and competitions.

The Chamber Choir was established by Anton Maximov, the Head
of the Choral Conducting Department, in 2021. The Choir is com-
prised of junior students of the Composition and Choral Conduct-
ing Departments.

The most important goal of the Chamber Choir is to give young
conductors the opportunity to work with a choir, gain the essential
experience in creating choral scores, while enriching the repertoire
of the St. Petersburg choir school.

The St. Petersburg State Institute of Culture was founded on No-
vember 28, 1918, the same day when Petrograd saw the decree es-
tablishing a special institution for workers in out-of-school educa-
tion. Its first students graduated as experts in library and theatrical
sciences and music education. They also became heads of scientific
and educational departments, founders of museums and exhibition
managers. Eminent scholars, bibliography experts, talented actors,
film directors, musicians, artists, theorists and practitioners of ex-
tra-curricular activities have greatly contributed to the University’s
development. Throughout its history the Institute has repeatedly
changed its name and status as a reaction to constant changes. Thus,
in 1925, the Institute was reorganized into the Leningrad Commu-
nist Political-Educational Institute named after N. K. Krupskaya.
The Institute was reorganized again in 1941 due to the growth of
libraries and the lack of librarians. Since then it became the Len-
ingrad State Library Institute named after N. K. Krupskaya. Soon
after that, in 1957, the University resumed admission of students
to the department of cultural enlightenment. In 1957-1959, art de-
partments such as choral conducting, performing arts, orchestral
conducting and choreography began to form. In 1964 the Institute
received a new name — the Leningrad State Institute of Culture
named after N. K. Krupskaya. In 2014, its name was changed to the
Federal State Educational Institution of Higher Education St. Pe-
tersburg State Institute of Culture.

In 2011-2021, Professor Sergei Ekimov, a com-
poser, was the Artistic Director of the Concert Choir. In 2021, he was
succeeded by Larisa Yarutskaya, the Head of the Academic Choir De-
partment of the St. Petersburg State Institute of Culture.

The Concert Choir has performed at different venues of the Mariinsky
Theatre, the St. Petersburg State Academic Capella, the Oktyabrskiy Big
Concert Hall, the Cathedral of the Resurrection of Christ, at the St. Pe-
tersburg, Karelian and Novgorod Philharmonics, and the Grand Hall of
the Moscow Conservatory.

Nikolai Rubinstein, a distinguished musician, brilliant pianist and
conductor, established the Moscow Conservatory in 1866. At differ-
ent times the Conservatory was chaired by Sergei Taneyev, Vladimir
Safonov, Mikhail Ippolitov-Ivanov, Alexander Goldenveiser, Konstan-
tin Igumnov, Genrikh Neigauz, Vissarion Shebalin, Alexander Svesh-
nikov, and others. Among its professors were such prominent musi-
cians as Pyotr Tchaikovsky, Reinhold Gliere, Nikolai Myaskovsky,
Dmitri Shostakovich, Lev Oborin, Vladimir Sofronitsky, David Ois-
trakh, Ksenia Erdely, Antonina Nezhdanova, Alexander Gauk, and
Nikolai Golovanov. Among the students and alumni of the conser-
vatory there were such famous composers, performers, conductors,
and music experts as Aram Khachaturyan, Rodion Shchedrin, Sofia
Gubaidulina, Evgeny Svetlanov, Gennady Rozhdestvensky, Sviatoslav
Richter, Emil Gigels, Yakov Flier, Leonid Kogan, Viktor Tretyakov,
Mstislav Rostropovich, Natalia Gutman, Vera Dulova, Yury Keldysh,
Valentina Konen, Leo Masel, and Boris Yarustovsky. Currently, the
Moscow Conservatory is one of the best higher schools of music in the
world. There is a wide range of music education institutions within the
framework of the Conservatory. Besides the Conservatory itself it in-
cludes the Academic College of Music (Academic School of Music, be-
fore 2004) and the Central Music School. The Conservatory has seven
main departments: the Piano Department, which also includes organ
and harpsichord schools; the Orchestra Department; Vocal Depart-
ment, Conducting Department with choir and opera and symphony
conducting schools; Department of Musicology and Composition; as
well as the Department of Historical and Modern Performance and
the Department of Advanced Teacher Training. Different orchestral
and choral ensembles were established at the conservatory and are suc-
cessfully leading their creative life on its basis. Among them are the
Concert Symphony Orchestra initiated by Gennady Rozhdestvensky,
two Chamber Orchestras, the Moscow Conservatory Choir, the Cham-
ber Choir and also instrumental ensembles — Moscow Trio, M. Glinka
State Quartet, Brahms-trio, S. Prokofiev State Quartet, D. Shostako-
vich State Quartet, Mark Pekarsky Percussion Ensemble, Rusquartet.
The Sergei Taneyev Conservatory Science and Music Library is one of
the largest Russian archives of books and sheet music. There are also
Grand, Small, and Rachmaninoff Halls which play a big role in the life
of the institution and in the creation of its unique creative atmosphere.
Many students get the opportunity to demonstrate their performance
skills in the conservatory halls. Conservatory annually organises hun-
dreds of concerts in its own halls and in many halls throughout Russia.

State Conservatory

The Nizhny Novgorod (prior to 1990 — Gorky) State Con-
servatory was founded in 1946. The first teachers there were re-
nowned musicians graduates from the Moscow and Leningrad
(St. Petersburg) Conservatories, such as Igor Sposobin, Alexander
Stogorsky, Daniel Zhitomirsky, Mikhail Pekelis, Grigory Ginzburg,
Yakov Flier, Yakov Zak and Isaac Kats. Since 1957, the Conser-
vatory has borne the name of Mikhail Glinka. In the 1990s, the
Nizhny Novgorod Conservatory gained international recogni-
tion and established wide connections with foreign countries. It
began to attract exchange students from Japan, Syria, Denmark,
France, the United States, China and Jamaica, signed agreements
on cooperation with music schools in Germany and Austria and
held concerts, masterclasses and conferences as a result. Today,
the Conservatory is a major centre of music culture in the Volga
Federal District. It employs around 200 teachers, and around 600
students, including 70 graduate students and interns, who study
there at all levels of higher education. For its activity, the Conser-
vatory has won numerous grants from the Russian Foundation for
Humanities, the Open Society Institute, the Goethe-Institut and
the Fulbright Program in Russia. Ten educational programs at the
Conservatory were included in the national rating Best Educa-
tional Programs of Innovative Russia in 2018. In the same year, the
Conservatory was ranked among the top 100 Russian universities
by Forbes. When considering more than 600 universities in Russia,
the magazine took into account such criteria as the quality of the
education and employer demand for graduates.

Yuri Gurevich is one of the most influential figures in the field of bayan chamber
ensemble performing.

He has organized five National Festivals called Bayan and Accordion in Nizhny
Novgorod and serves as a jury member at international and Russian competitions.

The Mixed Choir was established in 1952 under the initiative of Pro-
fessor Yevgeny Garkunov. At different times the Choir was directed by
Professors Anatoly Ezhov, Nikolai Pokrovsky, Lev Sivukhin, Georgy
Muratov, and Boris Marcus. Professors Artemy Lebedinsky, Margarita
Samorukova, and Victor Kurzhavsky joined the concert programmes.
The Choir has won the Sivukhin Choral Festivals, Sheremetevo Cho-
ral Assemblies, and the Rybinsk International Choral Festival. They
have also participated in the International Bach Music Festival (Tver),
the annual Russian competition for students who study at music col-
leges. Among the significant events in the life of the Choir there are
tours through Russian cities (2008), a concert in the Republican Cen-
tral Concert Hall in Kazan (2009), solo concerts and a collaborative
performance with the Kettweiger Bach Ensemble in Essen (2010).

The Belarusian State Academy of Music (until 1992 — Lu-
nacharsky Belarusian State Conservatoire) is a leading center of
professional musical education, performing arts, composition
and musicology studies in Belarus, the only music school with
university status. Today Academy is a major educational center
with a College for Gifted Students, 4 branches of the Academy
departments in Belarus largest cities and an Advanced Training
Department. The structure of the Academy includes 5 facul-
ties and 20 departments, an opera studio, a study of traditional
musical cultures, a sound recording laboratory. The quality of
the educational process is ensured by a unique teaching staff:

The State Conservatory of Uzbekistan (known as the Tashkent
Conservatory up to 2002) is the oldest conservatory in Central Asia.
It had been the only higher musical institution in the region for
quite awhile. The Conservatory of Uzbekistan was founded in 1936,
being based on the Higher Music School that was established in
1934. The Moscow Conservatory sent its lecturers to work in the
Conservatory of Uzbekistan in the first years since its establish-
ment. The second wave of Russian music professionals came to
Tashkent during evacuation in the World War II. There are three
faculties at the Conservatory that offer educational programmes in
the following areas: academic singing, choral conducting, academic
and national instruments performing, history of music and musi-
cology, composition, etc. The graduates work at the leading music
theatres of the neighbouring countries — Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tadjikistan, Turkmenistan.

The history of the Academy begins in 1920 when Azerbaijani
composer Uzeyir Hajibeyov put forward the initiative to establish
a higher music school in Baku. In 1921, the Council of People’s
Comissars of the Azerbaijan SSR passed the decision to approve the
Charter of the Azerbaijan State Conservatory. The Conservatory
was renamed into the Hajibeyov Baku Academy of Music in 1991.
The Academy owns three faculties offering education on every
level: Bachelor’s Studies, Master’s Studies, Postgraduate and Doc-
toral Studies. There are also special departments, such as the Music
School-Studio, the Opera Studio, and the Research and Restoration
of National Musical Instruments Workshop-Laboratory. The rich
academic library offers more than 250,000 items.
