International Research Conference
and Documentary Exhibition
“German Musicians in the City on the Neva”

These two events, the research conference and the documentary
exhibition, are united by the name German Musicians in the City on
the Neva. Both are dedicated to the Year of Germany in Russia and
are supported by the Goethe Institute and the Consulate General of
the Federal Republic of Germany in St. Petersburg. The role of the
Germans in the history of Russian music can hardly be overestimated.
The ties to German culture and musical traditions quickly deepened
and strengthened during the reign of Russian Tsar Vasili III. And
St. Petersburg, Russia's northern capital, began to be a centre of
attraction for world-leading German performers and teachers,
masters of musical instruments, and publishers of scores at the end
of the 18" century. Among them were luminaries on a level with
Anton Ferdinand Tietz and Adolph von Henselt. Others represented
a wonderful guild of artisans who did not claim centre stage. During
the historical events of the 20" century, their names were forgotten or
intentionally displaced from the musical memory of St. Petersburg —
Petrograd - Leningrad. The research conference and documentary
exhibition reestablish the historical continuity, put the time back in
joint. Based on unique archival materials, this project features the
creative works and life stories of outstanding German musicians who,
alongside their Russian brothers in trade, have formed the distinctive
spiritual image of St. Petersburg since the middle of the 19" century.
Taking part in the research conference will be musicologists, writers,
journalists and descendants of German musicians from Germany and
Russia. As part of the project, foreign musicians, along with teachers
and students of the Conservatory, will present rarely performed works
from the composers' heritage discussed during the conference or
displayed at the exhibition.
