The Leningrad Conservatoire, the earliest
public school of music in Russia, was
inaugurated on September 20 (September
8, old style), 1862. The couniry's social
development of the 19th century demand-
ed a systematic musical education to
match the already efficient systems of
learning the humanities and engineering.
The foundation of the Conservatoire
crowned the efforts of a group of pro-
gressive-minded musical art disseminators.
Anfon Rubinstein was the most remark-
able figure among them. This outstand-
ing pianist and composer became the
first school principal.

Leading musicians of Russia and some
other European countries were invited as
professors. They included violinist Hen-
ryk Wieniawsky, harpist Albert Zabel,
flutist Cesare Ciardi and others.

The very first graduation course of 1865
gave the world Piotr Tchaikovsky and
mapped out the impact of the Conserva-
toire upon the development of the Rus-
sian artistic culture for decades to come.
The role of the Conservatoire-shaped
performing and pedagogical schools in
the musical life of Russia is hard to
overestimate: suffice to mention Teodor
Leszetycki and Anna Yessipova (piano),
Leopold Auer (violin), Karl Davydov and
Alexander Verzhbilovich (cello), Hen-
rietfa Nissen-Saloman and Camillo Eve-
rardi (vocal arf). As to Nikolay Rymsky-
Korsakov's school of composition, it has
had no analogy in the scope of influence
on the development of world music fill
today.

Many graduates became outstanding mu-
sicians and pedagogues and eminent pub-
lic figures, such as composers and theore-
ticians Apatoly Liadov, Mikhail Ippolitov-
lvanov, Anton Arensky, Guerman Laroche,
Ludwig Homilius and Nikolai Miaskovsky,
pianists Vassily Safonov and Felex Blu-
menfeld, singers Fyodor Stravinsky, Na-
talia Iretskaya and Yelizaveta Lavrov-
skaya, founders of national schools of
composition of the. Ukraine, Baltic pro-
vinces and Transcaucasia Nikolay Lysenko,
Andrejs Jurjans, Jazeps Vitols, Emilis
Melngailis, Emilis Darzin3, Artur Kapp,
Miina Haermas, Mart Saar, Mikas Petraus-
kas, Makar Ekmalian, Meliton Balanchi-
vadze, Ouzeir Gadzhibekov and others.
